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RULES
1.  ORGANIZERS 
The Maremetraggio Festival in collaboration with Barcolana organizes a short film competition dedicated to the world of sailing and to all sports that use the wind as a resource, with particular attention to the seafaring spirit. 

The competition consists of two sections, one for professionals and the other for amateurs (it must be specified on the entry form) of any nationality. 
2. DETAILS 

Short films can be created in any format available, including the new media format (e.g. video mobile). Short films must not be longer than 15 minutes and may be of any genre (documentary, fiction, cartoon). DVDs must be sent by Friday 18 May 2012. The selection of the finalists is carried out by the Artistic Direction of the Festival whose decision shall be final.
3. JURY
The two winners (one from the professionals category and one from the amateur category) will be selected by a technical jury nominated by the Festival Direction.

The two winners will be invited to take part in the thirteenth edition of Maremetraggio (29 June – 7 July) presenting their films and awarding the prizes. The Festival shall provide for the accommodation expenses only. 

The finalist shorts will be shown at the Barcolana Arena as a special event during the 44th regatta.

4. PRIZES
The two winners will be awarded the BARCOLANA prize consisting in:

· Amateur Category: BARCOLANA trophy and invitation to the 44th edition of the race that will traditionally take place on the second Sunday of October;

· Professional Category: BARCOLANA trophy and invitation to the 44th edition of the race (second Sunday of October) and shooting of a film that could be used as promotional material for the event. The decision rests on the discretion of the Società Velica Barcola Grignano of Trieste.
5. ENTRY MATERIAL 

Each entry must include:

· entry form filled out clearly and completely (on penalty of disqualification)

· two DVDs of the film

The DVDs of the films will not be returned to the entrant and will be part of the Festival archive and could be shown for free in schools, clubs, etc.
6. SELECTED FILMS
Selected entries may have to send further material upon request of the Festival Direction. Mailing expenses will be covered entirely by the entrant.
7. GENERAL TERMS
Each author is responsible for the content of his/her work. 

Entrants authorize the Festival to use their name and address for the purposes of the competition. Entry form details of the two winning films will be published on the catalogue of the 13th Festival and on the website of the event. 
By entering the competition, participants agree to be bound by all terms of these rules.
These rules are in Italian and English. In case of discrepancy between the two versions, the Italian text shall prevail.
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
